 JULY 1, 2008 - JUNE 30, 2009 
 
 
Introduction 

In accordance with 91 CFR Part 520 the City 

is required to submit a report on an annual 

basis documenting its performance to the 

U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (HUD) 90 days after the close 

of its program year.  This document 

summarizes the City of New Haven’s 

performance in implementing its HUD-funded 

Housing and Community Development 

programs over the past program year.  The 

program year represented by this document 

covers the period between July 1, 2008 and 

June 30, 2009.   

 

The City, following HUD’s directive, has been 

utilizing HUD’s Integrated Disbursement and 

Information System (IDIS) to track and 

analyze its performance.  The IDIS software 

connects directly to Washington which allows 

HUD to monitor progress on-line at any time.  

 

The IDIS program also allows the City to 

download and print a series of reports for use 

in analyzing progress and expenditures.  

These reports provide summary data as well 

as project specific data.  The City prints  

specific reports as required for submission to  

HUD.  These reports comprise the majority of 

the formal Consolidated Annual Performance 

and Evaluation Report (CAPER).

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Funding Sources 

The City of New Haven is the recipient of four 

(4) entitlement grants through HUD.  A brief 

description of the grants and the City’s 

allocation for the past program year are as 

follows: 

 

Community Development Block Grant 

(CDBG) -  $3,646,793 

 

The primary objective of the CDBG program 

(24 CFR 570) is to develop “viable urban 

communities, by providing decent housing 

and suitable living environment and 

expanding economic opportunities principally 

for persons of low and moderate income”.  

The City’s CDBG goals are outlined in its 

“Five Year Consolidated Housing and 

Community Development Strategy and Plan: 

2005–2009” and its “2008–2009 Action Plan”.  

 

All CDBG projects and activities must meet 

one of three national objectives: 1) principally 

benefit low- and moderate- income persons; 

2) aid in the prevention or elimination of 

slums or blight; or 3) meet other urgent 

community needs.  Each approved activity 

must benefit at least 51% low- and moderate- 

income families or individuals.  Furthermore, 

at least 70% of the City’s total funds must be 

used for low- and moderate- income benefit 

activities. 

 

HOME Investment Partnership Program 

(HOME) -  $1,560,700 

 

The purpose of the HOME program (PL 101-

625) is to undertake activities, in collaboration 

with non-profit/for-profit organizations, aimed 

at expanding the supply of affordable housing 

and increasing the number of families who 

can be served with affordable housing.  

Funds can be used for acquisition, new 

construction, reconstruction, and moderate or 

substantial rehabilitation activities that 

promote affordable rental and ownership 

housing.  HOME funds can also be used for 

tenant-based rental assistance, if part of a 

housing strategy for expanding the supply of 

affordable housing; homeless housing 

assistance; and for the evaluation and 

reduction of lead-based paint hazards. 

 

Emergency Shelter Grant 

(ESG) -  $162,910 

 

The purpose of the ESG program is to 

provide funds for the rehabilitation or 

conversion of buildings for use as emergency 

shelter for the homeless, for the payment of 

certain operating expenses and essential 

services in connection with emergency 

shelters for the homeless and for homeless 

prevention activities. 
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Housing Opportunities for Persons with  AIDS 

(HOPWA) -    $946,000 

 

The purpose of the HOPWA program is to 

assist in the regional development of long-

term comprehensive strategies for meeting 

the housing needs of persons with AIDS.  

Funds can be used to provide acquisition, 

rehabilitation, conversion, lease and repair of 

facilities to provide housing and services; 

provide housing information services; provide 

supportive services for individuals with AIDS 

who are homeless or facing homelessness; 

provide rental assistance; facilitate 

development of community residences; or 

carry out other approved programs or 

services.

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Performance 
Over the past program year the City provided 

funds, through the CDBG, HOME, HOPWA 

and ESG Programs, to support numerous 

programs, projects and activities which 

enhanced community revitalization, supported 

community development efforts and provided 

an increase in both affordable and supportive 

housing opportunities.  Over the 12 month 

period between July 1, 2008 and June 30, 

2009, $6,584,232 in HUD entitlement funds 

was expended.

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CDBG Accomplishments 

During the 34th CDBG program year 

$3,959,477 in CDBG funds were expended on 

various housing and community development 

programs.  The funds expended reflect 

money from the CD 34 program year 

allocation as well as unexpended or 

reprogrammed funds left over from previous 

years, program income from loan repayments 

and other grant proceeds.  CDBG 

expenditures were distributed among the 

various eligible categories in the following 

manner:

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Over the past program year, CDBG program 

expenditures provided benefit to low- and 

moderate- income families, individuals and 

households; assisted in the provision of 

physical improvements to neighborhood parks 

and public facilities; supported the removal of 

blight; provided neighborhood livability 

improvements; and supported the provision of 

affordable housing opportunities.  

 

The majority of the City’s CDBG program 

expenditures financed housing rehabilitation 

and related activities, disposition associated 

with residential development projects, the 

provision of public services and neighborhood 

public improvements. 

 

All programs were designed to benefit the 

City’s low- and moderate- income population 

either through direct program benefit or 

through areawide neighborhood-based 

improvements such as park and public facility 

improvements or neighborhood safety and 

beautification improvements in low- and 

moderate- income target neighborhoods.   

 

Housing & Neighborhood Improvements 

Over the 2008-2009 Program Year, with the 

assistance of CDBG funds, 6 abandoned and 

blighted residential structures and 1 non-

residential structure were demolished in 

low/moderate income neighborhoods as part 

of the Anti-Blight Initiative Demolition 

program.  In addition, the City worked in 

conjunction with the Housing Authority of New 

Haven assisting with the abatement and 

demolition of the Brookside Project located at 

66-126 Brookside Avenue which included 122 

units  as part of the Housing Authority’s 

redevelopment and property improvement 

efforts.  Staff also assisted the Housing 

Authority with redevelopment efforts at the 

Eastview Terrace Development which 

included 273 units.   

 

To further eliminate blighting influences in the 

City’s neighborhoods, the Property 

Management Program - Private, cleaned and 

removed debris from 140 private properties 

(removing near 353,900 pounds of debris) 

and boarded up and secured 93 privately-

owned properties.   Under the Property 

Management Program – Public, 372 publicly 

held properties were cleaned up and 799,668 

pounds of debris were removed. 

 

Neighborhood improvements, including 

sidewalk replacement, curbs, tree plantings, 

and other neighborhood beautification 

improvements, occurred at numerous sites 

throughout the City’s targeted neighborhoods 

in support of neighborhood revitalization 

activities. As a means to further support 

housing and community revitalization efforts 
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the City installs and/or replaces sidewalks 

around commercial, housing and community 

facility projects funded with HOME and CDBG 

dollars.   

 

Under the City’s Disposition Program, 

$356,526 was used to support the disposition 

of 6 residential properties/structures suitable 

for rehabilitation and re-occupancy; 1 

buildable lot for residential construction; 1 

vacant commercial property proposed for 

commercial reuse; 2 vacant lots to be used as 

parking lots and 15 sliver lots for off-street 

parking or expanded yards.    All of the 

properties will be used for community 

development, neighborhood improvement 

and/or urban renewal activities.  Almost all of 

the residential properties went to non-profit 

agencies for affordable housing development.  

 

Over the Program Year, public facility 

improvements occurred in several 

neighborhood recreation and service facilities. 

The improvements undertaken and the 

funding provided through CDBG expenditures  

were as follows: 

 
New Haven Ecology Project:  CDBG funds were 
used to install fencing along walking paths at the 
park on Springside Ave. to improve public safety. 
 
Fair Haven Community Health:  Funds were 
used to expand space at the health center by 
350sf to accommodate confidential patient intake 
area. 

JUNTA for Progressive Action:  Funds were 
used to convert office space into program space 
for youth programs.  Interior floor repairs were also 
completed.  Front driveway, stairway and 
entranceway improvements were also made. 
 
Casa Otonal:  Funds were used to install new 
flooring on the third floor of the building which will 
allow for expanded space for additional services. 
 
Crossroads:  Funds were used to install an 
outdoor in-ground tap/interceptor as recommended 
by DEP. 
 
Rkids:  Funds were used for predevelopment 
activities to expand the current one story building 
to a two-story building. 
 

Over the program year, almost $1.1 million in 

CDBG funds were expended for housing 

rehabilitation activities. The majority of the 

funds were expended by non-profit or 

community-based housing developers.  They 

included Edgewood Elm, Habitat for 

Humanity, Hill Development Corporation, 

Mutual Housing Association dba 

Neighborworks New Horizons, Neighborhood 

Housing Services, Beulah Land Development 

Corporation and Greater Dwight Development 

Corporation.  Most of these agencies utilize 

CDBG funds as well as HOME funds to 

create affordable housing.    

 

The City uses its CDBG funding to support 

several non-profit housing developers 

working to provide affordable housing in a 

variety of configurations throughout the City.  

In some instances CDBG funds were used 

together with HOME funds or to leverage 
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other resources.  During 2008 – 2009 CDBG 

funding was used for the following housing 

activities:   
  
Edgewood Elm Housing, Inc. (EEH): Initiated the 
rehabilitation of a three-unit rental facility at 209 
Norton Street.  The project began with lead 
abatement in the spring of 2009, with rehabilitation 
to follow. To date, 50% of the rehab work has been 
completed and a new heating system has been 
installed. 

 
Greater Dwight Development Corp. (GDDC):  
Greater Dwight Development Corporation 
implements a housing repair program which 
focuses on assisting low and moderate-income 
homeowners in addressing housing and building 
code problems.  Seventeen (17) property owners 
received assistance to correct safety related and 
housing code violations in the Dwight 
neighborhood. This program has been a success. 
 
Continuum Of Care:   This project involves the 
complete gut rehabilitation of the blighted building 
known as 34 Batter Terrace. The proposed 
development will yield 10 units of supportive 
housing. The rehabilitation will also include 
common areas, office space for support services 
and a computer lounge. The targeted population is 
low income developmentally disabled citizens of 
New Haven. 

 
Continuum of Care also proposed the 
rehabilitation of 24 Sheldon Terrace to a 10 unit, 
two bedroom facility to provide permanent 
supportive housing for 20 disabled residents. 

 
Marrakech Inc.: Completed the rehabilitation of 6 
units at 514-520 Whalley Ave. The six units are 
targeted to people with severe mobility 
impairments. The project was completed by 
March, 2009 and is currently fully rented. 

 
Habitat for Humanity:   Acquired target sites at 
300 Newhall Street, 432 Huntington Street and 38-
40 De Witt Street with the use of CDBG funding. 
With the acquisition of these sites Habitat 
commenced with the redevelopment of the first two 
as rehabilitation projects for sale to low income 
home buyers. Habitat was awarded Lead Hazard 

Control funds for lead abatement and will initiate 
rehabilitation immediately upon completion of 
abatement. During FY’09  Habitat completed the 
rehabilitation of 18 Shepard Street and the new 
construction of two new homes at 71 and 75 
Hallock Street.  During FY’09 Habitat initiated and 
completed construction of two new single family 
homes at 15 and 23 Wilson Street with the 
assistance of City administered HOME funds. By 
the end of FY’09 Habitat expects to close the sale 
of these homes to two low income families. During 
the Program Year Habitat completed 5 units of 
affordable homeownership units. 
 
Hannah Gray Home: This project called for the 
restoration of the Hannah Gray Home at 235 
Dixwell Ave. The building was erected in the 1800s 
and is on both the Winchester Repeating Arms 
Company Historic District Register and the 
Connecticut Freedom Trail. The Home and its 
founder is referenced in numerous tourism guides 
and in school curricula on African-American 
history. The property was rehabilitated and 
expanded to 20 units, six of which will be reserved 
as HOME-assisted units. The development is 
intended to provide housing for very low income 
seniors who require assistance with daily living but 
do not require medical care. The project is now 
complete with a ribbon cutting in June 2009. 
  

 
Hill Homeownership Phase II – Rehabilitation of 
160 Rosette Street, 570 Howard and 152 
Lamberton will be remobilized in the Fall of 2009 
with an anticipated completion in the Fall of 2010.  
Sites have been maintained.  HDC is currently 
working with other funding in order to complete this 
project.  
 
Mary Wade Senior Residence: CDBG money 
was used to replace all of the windows in the 
property located at 118 Clinton Ave.  The project is 
completed. They also used CDBG money to 
complete the installation of an exterior ramp and 
energy efficient doors. The heating and cooling 
system were also replaced. 
 
Mutual Housing dba Neighborworks New 
Horizons:   Mutual Housing initiated development 
efforts on three projects involving ten sites and 29 
units (with an aim to expand and add another 15 
units. The projects are: The Fair Haven Rental 
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Project (renamed “Fair Haven North”); Richard 
Street Rental Project; and the Murray Place 
Project (rental). Mutual completed abatement of 
the eight sites comprising the Fair Haven Rental 
and the Richard Street Rental projects.  During 
FY’09 it also completed abatement and initiated 
rehabilitation construction activities on last year’s 
CDBG Work Plan Program Objective project, 
identified as the “Fair Haven Home Ownership 
Project (four houses comprising seven housing 
units).   

 
 

Neighborhood Housing Services (NHS): NHS 
experienced delays and the Fairlawn Manor 
Project will not be completed in the summer of 
2009. NHS received recognition as a recipient of 
one of the 2009 Connecticut Preservation Awards 
from the Connecticut Trust for Historical 
Preservation for the success of its efforts to rehab 
and restore the homes comprising the Fairlawn 
Manor Project.  
 
Neighborhood Housing Services (NHS):  The 
Hill Scattered Site Development-     Four houses 
(comprising 6 units) in the same section of the 
City, together with three more homes (comprising 
5 units) located in the Winchester Avenue area, All 
formed part of the Work Plan objectives for the 
Program Year CD-33, continuing into Program 
Year CD-34. (One house, along Winchester 
Avenue and originally included in the development, 
was dropped from the NHS rehab program, having 
deteriorated beyond reasonable potential for 
rehabilitation.) All seven dwellings underwent 
abatement in FY’09 and four of them targeted for 
completion of rehab efforts and sale to low-
moderate income purchaser-occupants by the end 
of FY’09, with efforts continuing on the remaining 
three.  
 
Beulah Land Development Corporation: CDBG 
funding was to continue efforts to complete the 
development of the Orchard Street 
Redevelopment Project. Re-construction (rehab) of 
the first building of the project encountered serious 
obstacles throughout 2008, ranging from hazmat 
conflicts to the insolvency and collapse of the 
general contractor for the project. As FY’09 
approaches its end, the aforementioned first 
building achieved completion, a home owner 
purchase was under contract, the outstanding 

contractor difficulties had been resolved, hazmat 
abatement of the remaining buildings in the project 
was underway, bidding for the rehab of the 
remaining buildings had been completed and 
contract development and award with the 
successful bidder was in negotiation and 
preparation. 

 
 
 
Housing rehabilitation efforts were also 

undertaken as part of a collaborative 

agreement between the City’s Livable City 

Initiative (LCI) and the Greater New Haven 

Community Loan Fund.  Currently, they 

administer a UDAG Loan Program, a Down 

Payment and Closing Cost Assistance 

Program using Bond Funds; a Down Payment 

and Closing Cost Assistance Program using 

HOME Funds; an Elderly and Disabled 

Rehabilitation Program and the City’s Lead 

Hazard Control Program.   

 

Over the past year, the Greater New Haven 

Community Loan Fund and LCI processed a 

total of 61 applications, 16 of which are 

pending.  Thirty (31) loans were approved 

and fifteen (15) were rejected or withdrawn.  

Of the 31 loans approved, eleven (11) were 

for Downpayment and Closing Cost 

Assistance using HOME funds, one (1) were 

for the Elderly and Disabled Rehabilitation 

Program, fourteen (14) were for Lead 

Abatement using the HUD Lead Grant 

funding and five (5) were acquisition loans 

using UDAG repayment funds. 
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The Downpayment and Closing Costs 

Program aims to increase the homeownership 

rate, especially among lower income and 

minority households, and to revitalize and 

stabilize communities.  The program was 

created to assist low-income first-time 

homebuyers in purchasing a home by 

providing funds for downpayment, closing 

costs, and rehabilitation carried out in 

conjunction with the assisted home purchase. 

In 2008-2009 the City provided downpayment 

and closing cost assistance to eleven (11) 

homebuyers using HOME funding.  They 

were low or very low-income homebuyers 

earning between 50% and 80% of area 

median income.  Three (3) homebuyers were 

Black, four (4) were Hispanic and two (2) 

were Caucasian.  

 

In June 2008, the City applied for and 

received additional Lead-based Paint 

Abatement Program grant funds under the 

2008 HUD SuperNOFA grant process.  The 

Lead Program operates in conjunction with 

the City’s Environmental Health Division. 

 

The testing for and abatement of lead-based 

paint hazards, is supported by the CDBG 

program.  The New Haven Health Department 

inspects structures undergoing rehabilitation 

by the City of New Haven and non-profit 

housing developers such as Habitat for 

Humanity, Greater Dwight Development 

Corporation, Hill Development Corporation, 

Beulah Land Development, Edgewood Elm, 

Mutual Housing and Neighborhood Housing 

Services.   During the Program Year, 162 

inspections were completed and 1,155 

reinspections were conducted.  A total of 67 

housing units were lead abated through the 

City’s HUD-Funded Lead Hazard Control 

Program.  The inspection counts enumerated 

above include inspections done for non-profit 

developers as part of the City’s Consolidated 

Planning rehabilitation requirements and the 

inspection of privately-owned residential 

structures seeking potential participation in 

the lead program.  The use of CDBG funds 

and Lead-Based Paint Hazard Reduction 

Grant funds has allowed for increased 

outreach, education, testing and the reduction 

of lead-based paint hazards in more housing 

units throughout the City.  

 

Housing Code Enforcement activities were 

undertaken in conjunction with the various 

rehabilitation programs as well as in response 

to housing code complaints.  Over the 

program year, City Housing Code 

Enforcement Officers responded to a total of 

2,215 housing code complaints.  Over the 

year, 1,160 cases were closed and 610 cases 

are still pending.  LCI has noticed a reduction 

in the number of housing code complaints 
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resulting in housing code violations or 

housing code enforcement cases which the 

City attributes to the recently implemented 

Residential Rental Licensing Program. 

 

Public Services 
During the 34th CDBG Program Year 

$537,883 in CDBG funds were expended to 

support various public service programs.  

These service programs included youth 

services and recreation programs, elderly 

service programs, health service programs, 

homeless assistance programs and 

community-based outreach programs.  It is 

estimated that more than 8,181 persons and 

601 households benefited from these public 

services. 

 

Youth Services, Health Services and 

Senior/Elderly Services receive the majority of 

the CDBG funds allocated to public services.  

Agencies which operated with the assistance 

of CDBG funds during 2008-2009 and their 

beneficiary accomplishments are as follows:

During the program year a total of near 

$1.456 million in HOME funds were expended 

and $1.208 million committed in support of 

acquisition, predevelopment, rehabilitation 

and new construction activities as well as 

program administration.  

 

Of the near $1.456 million dollars expended, 

$825,083 was disbursed in the form of loans 

to non-profit and for-profit developers and as 

the primary funding source on City 

development projects.  An additional 

$297,235 was disbursed to Community 

Housing Development Organizations 

(CHDOs) to assist with predevelopment 

expenses. 

 

To date $1.208 million in HOME funds is 

committed in the following categories: 

 
Housing Development Loans $904,430  
Elderly Repair $ 3,060 
CHDO Loans     $250,629 
HOME Administration $50,000 

 

Over the 2008-2009 Program Year HOME 

funds were used to leverage various other 

funding sources such as State HOME funds, 

City Bond Funds, Federal Funds and other 

resources to complete affordable housing 

units.  The City also uses HUD Lead Program 

funds and former UDAG funds to support 

many of its housing projects.  

 

During the 2008-2009 Program Year, the City 

assisted with the completion of 82 rental units 

and 20 owner occupancy units in projects 

using HOME funding.  The following table 

summarizes the projects completed over the 

Program Year.

Brief descriptions of the projects completed 

over the past program year follow.    

 
Neighborhood Housing Services 
(Maidman/Fairlawn Manor Project):  In early 
2005, NHS acquired thirty-six (36) housing units, 
otherwise known as Fairlawn Manor, to rehabilitate 
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and convert into twenty-five (25) units of housing – 
two (2) single-family homes, seven (7) two-family 
homes and three (3) three-family homes in the 
Beaver Hills Neighborhood. Thirteen (13) units are 
to be developed for low/moderate income earners 
and twelve (12) units are designated as market 
rate housing. It is a homeownership project with 
most homes containing subordinate rental units. 
The properties are located at 491, 503, 507, 511 
and 515 Whalley Ave.; 1496, 1500, 1504, 1508, 
and 1514 Ella Grasso Blvd; and 13-15 and 17-19 
Blake St.  With the project largely complete, the 
project was bestowed in May, 2009, with 
recognition from the Connecticut Trust for Historic 
Preservation as recipient of its 2009 Connecticut 
Preservation Award.  As of the beginning of June 
2009, all except 1504 E.T. Grasso Blvd., 507-09 
and 511-13 Whalley Avenue have been completed 
and sold or up for sale representing 7 uncompleted 
units (3 homeownership and 4 rental).  The full 
project is re-scheduled for completion by the end 
of 2009. 

 
 Livable City Initiative- Three Sisters 
Rehabilitation: This project involved the total gut 
rehabilitation of three historic Brownstone 
buildings. These buildings formally housed twenty 
seven (27) rental units and will now be converted 
to twelve (12) Condominiums for home-ownership. 
Seven of the units will be affordable units and two 
will conform to the ADA standards. The buildings 
will act as a cornerstone to residential 
rehabilitation in this community due to its proximity 
to downtown and its location next to a new school. 
Seven units are currently under contract pending 
sale and the remaining units are being marketed.  
 
Fellowship Commons will provide housing for 
persons with mental illness.  A HOME 
predevelopment contract was entered into in May 
2006 for this 18-unit project at 1000 Whalley 
Avenue. Fourteen (14) units are identified and 
reserved for individuals with mental illness at or 
below low income.  $3,125,049 is the total project 
cost with private financing and HUD Section 811 
contributions. The project is completed and a 
ribbon cutting ceremony planned for June 2009 
 
Mutual Housing Association of South Central 
CT - Canterbury Gardens is a $5,673,412 
development for a 34 rental unit rehab project on 
Sherman Parkway with all units for low-income 

households, with 10 units reserved for long-term 
housing for people with HIV/AIDS.  $350,000 in 
City HOME funds were designated for the project, 
closing in April, 2008. The project “broke ground” 
in May, 2008, and rehab construction lasting 
approximately one year’s duration commenced at 
that time. CHFA loan financing, backed by low 
income housing tax credits, plus three grant 
funding sources, along with the above HOME 
funding provide the capital to develop the project. 
Completed June, 2009 and will be fully occupied 
by July 15, 2009.    
 
Beulah Land Development Corporation Orchard 
Street Revitalization Project. Comprising one two 
unit house at 65 Henry Street and three single 
family homes along Orchard Street.   Construction 
at 65 Henry Street (1 owner occupied unit + 1 
rental unit) was completed in FY’09, with a sales 
contract in effect.  
 
Habitat for Humanity, Greater New Haven 
(Shepard Street Project) , applied for and 
received during FY’08 its first City administered 
HOME award to fill the financing gap to rehab a 
blighted single family home located at 18 Shepard 
Street it acquired from the City for that purpose. By 
the autumn of 2008 the work was completed, with 
a fully rehabbed house turn-keyed to a low income 
first time homeowner. The rehabbed house, was 
re-developed to Energy Star standards designed 
to benefit the new homeowner family with low 
operating expenses for utilities for the life of the 
dwelling. 
 
Habitat for Humanity, Greater New Haven 
(Hallock Street Houses) embarked upon the new 
construction of two low income affordable Energy 
Star rated homes on Hallock Street during FY’08. 
A HOME award of $76,000 to cover the remaining 
funding gap in a project of $241,462 construction 
hard costs (not including site acquisition and the 
value of volunteer labor) resulted in two new 
homes completed and occupied by the end of 
2008. 

 
Habitat for Humanity, Greater New Haven 
(Houses at 15 and 23 Wilson Street).  Habitat 
developed and oversaw construction of these 
single family homes during FY’09. A City 
administered HOME award of $76,000 covered the 
final financing gap for the project. The homes were 
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completed and dedicated in May, 2009, with 
turnkey and occupancy by the homeowner in June 
2009. 

 
Hannah Gray Homes; This project called for the 
restoration of the Hannah Gray Home at 235 
Dixwell Ave. The building was erected in the 1800s 
and is on both the Winchester Repeating Arms 
Company Historic District Register and the 
Connecticut Freedom Trail. The Home and its 
founder is referenced in numerous tourism guides 
and in school curricula on African-American 
history. The property will be rehabilitated and 
expanded to 20 units, six of which will be reserved 
as HOME assisted units. The proposed 
development is intended to provide housing for 
very low income seniors who require assistance 
with daily living but do not require medical care. 
The project is now complete. 
  
Marrakech Inc; Completed the rehabilitation of 6 
units at 514-520 Whalley Ave. The six units are 
targeted to people with severe mobility 
impairments. The project was completed by 
March, 2009 and is currently fully rented. 
 

With the use of various funding sources, 

another 547 rental units and 160 ownership 

units are under construction or in the pre-

construction phase.  The following narrative 

describes several of the pending projects and 

projects under construction.  

 
West Rock Redevelopment Project:  The 
redevelopment of the Brookside and Rockview 
public housing developments which will be 
collaborative effort between the City of New Haven 
and the Housing Authority of New Haven.  This 
project will result in 455 rental units and 90 
homeownership units.  This project is anticipating 
a Fall of 2008 groundbreaking. 

 
Quinnipiac Terrace Phase III (North and South): 
 Partnership with Trinity Financial and the Housing 
Authority of New Haven to complete the final 
phase of the HOPE VI project which includes the 
North Parcel (corner of Front and Bailey) and the 
South Parcel (Lot running along Peck).  The 

proposed site plan is for 25 rental units on North 
Parcel and 30 rental units along with 15 
homeownership units on the South Parcel for a 
total of 70 units.  The site design has been 
accepted and Trinity is working on the financial 
piece of the project.  Construction is looking to 
begin in the Summer of 2009. 
 
 
Hill Homeownership Phase III – Hill 
Development Corporation (Hill Homeownership 
 Phase II: This project is the continuation of the 
completed 65 unit rental project known as the Hill 
Housing Rehabilitation Project (HHRP).  These 
Phase 2 units are targeted to families with incomes 
that do not exceed 50% of the area median 
income.  Hill Development Corporation’s (HDC) 
mission is to provide decent affordable homes to 
the low-income community. The remaining six  2 
family properties totaling 12 units of housing which 
are 160 Rosette St., 152 Lamberton St., 138 
Putnam St., 181 Putnam St., 197 Putnam St and 
570 Howard Ave will be Phase III .  Phase III will 
be re-mobilizing in the Fall of 2008 with an 
anticipated completion date of the Fall of 2009.  
The City of New Haven is committed to see this 
project through to fruition. 

 
Livable City Initiative- Newhallville 
Revitalization Project:  The City was expecting to 
break ground in Oct. 2007 on two (2) “green” 
single family houses out of the ten (10) “green” 
single family houses in the Newhallville 
neighborhood. These houses will be built on 
vacant lots on Starr Street, Thompson Street, 
Newhall Street and Winchester Avenue. These 
homes will provide homeowners with the 
advantages of living in sustainable housing.  This 
project will provided 10 units of affordable 
sustainable units. The project has been put on 
stand by due to economic feasibility and the 
housing market in the area. This project is still on 
hold as the current economic situation continues to 
make it unfeasible. 
 
Livable City Initiative- Ashmun/Canal Monterey 
Place II: This project calls for the construction of 
14 single-family and 2 two family, home-ownership 
units of housing. This project will bring to the 
conclusion the development originally planned 
under the adjoining HOPE VI project (Monterey 
Place) that was completed several years ago by 
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the New Haven Housing Authority in conjunction 
with the City of New Haven.  The environmental 
soil remediation was completed in 2007 and the lot 
has been seeded.  The project has been put on 
stand by due to economic feasibility problems and 
the housing market in the area.  The project still 
remains on hold due to the downturn in the 
housing market and the City’s change in strategy 
from new construction to rehabilitation and 
maintenance of existing housing stock 

 

Neighborhood Housing Services 
(Maidman/Fairlawn Manor Project):  In early 
2005, NHS acquired thirty-six (36) housing units, 
otherwise known as Fairlawn Manor, to rehabilitate 
and convert into twenty-five (25) units of housing – 
two (2) single-family homes, seven (7) two-family 
homes and three (3) three-family homes in the 
Beaver Hills Neighborhood. Thirteen (13) units 
have been developed for low/moderate income 
earners. Twelve (12) units have been sold at 
market rate. The properties are located at 491, 
503, 507, 511 and 515 Whalley Ave., 1496, 1500, 
1504, 1508, and 1514 Ella Grasso Blvd; 13-15 and 
17-19 Blake St.  The total project cost is 
$4,200,000+.  Funding for this project has been 
drawn from a variety of sources, including DECD 
Special Act, City HOME, State Historic Tax 
Credits, and Sale Proceeds.  As of the end of May, 
2009, all except 1504 E.T. Grasso Blvd., and 507-
09 and 511-13 Whalley Avenue were completed 
and sold or pending sale (1496 E.T. Grasso was 
completed but the sale had not closed) 
representing 7 uncompleted units ( 3 
homeownership and 4 rental).   

 

Mutual’s Winthrop and Scranton (now renamed 
the West River Home Ownership project) is a 
new construction project consisting of a 2-family 
home and four single-family units targeted for low 
income families.  Mutual is proceeding with 
development, attempting to secure financing. 

 
Mutual’s Fairhaven Homeownership will provide 
for the gut rehabilitation of 4 properties at 33 Clay, 
36 Clay, 237-39 Clay and 296 Poplar resulting in 4 
homeownership units and three homeowner-
owned rental units.  The Project, a recipient of a 
$200,000 City HOME award, closed its final 
funding piece from DECD shortly after the 
beginning of FY’09. Rehab construction has been 

proceeding at pace since December, 2008, with 
completion of construction anticipated by or before 
October 1, 2009.   
 
Beulah Land Development Corporation initiated 
construction of its Orchard Street Revitalization 
Project during FY’08.  The development is 
comprised of one two unit house at 65 Henry 
Street and three single family homes along 
Orchard Street. The rehab project dedicates 
funding from the Greater New Haven Loan Fund, 
City administered Lead funding, plus a DECD HTF 
payout at the end supported by a LISC bridge 
loan, with gap financing from City administered 
HOME funding and, due to unanticipated delay, 
interest and hazmat remediation expenses.  A final 
gap award from City administered CHDO HOME 
funding is also anticipated.  Construction at 65 
Henry Street (1 owner occupied unit + 1 rental 
unit) was completed in FY’09, with a sales contract 
in effect. The three remaining houses have been 
re-scheduled for completion in 2010. They are 
currently undergoing remediation and 
construction/rehab has recently been the subject 
of a re-bid. Construction contract award and 
execution is anticipated before the end of FY’09.   

 
Habitat for Humanity, Greater New Haven 
(Houses at 300 Newhall and 432 Huntington). 
Habitat acquired these abandoned, empty and 
blighted residences from the owners of record 
during FY’09 using its CDBG award funds. Habitat 
is proceeding with the rehabilitation of these single 
family structures immediately. Hazardous material 
remediation was begun in May, 2009, assisted by 
a $24,000 City-administered Lead Grant award. A 
City-administered HOME award of $112,000 is 
currently pending to fill in the final financing gap for 
the project.  Both homes are scheduled for 
completion in June 2010.  
 
 

A majority of the City’s HOME funding is

The HOPWA program in New Haven provides 

funds for non-profit organizations that 

demonstrate the capacity to provide adequate 

and efficient housing and comprehensive 

supportive services for low-income persons 

infected with HIV/AIDS and their families. 

 

HOPWA is designed by HUD to be a regional 

grant.  As such, the City accepts applications 

  from 27 cities throughout the New Haven 

Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA). 

 

During this program year, $980,996 in 

HOPWA funds was expended.  The 

expenditure breakdown was as follows:

Approximately $29,355 was expended during 

the program year for HOPWA Program 

Administration. 

 
The programs and projects fund over the 

program year were targeted to provide much 

needed housing and supportive services for 

persons living with HIV/AIDS and their 

families.  During the 2008-2009-program year 

program accomplishments were as follows: 

 
AIDS Project New Haven (APNH):  APNH 
provided 56 households with supportive services 
through a Housing Case Manager.  The HOPWA 
Housing Case Manager provided skills training to 
clients, enabling them to interact appropriately with 
landlords, served as a mediator with landlords, and 
developed long-term comprehensive strategies 
with clients to prevent homelessness.  
 
Birmingham Group Health Services: 
Birmingham Health Services provided HOPWA 
related supportive services, emergency housing 
assistance, transitional rental assistance, and long 
term rental assistance to HOPWA eligible clients in 
the greater Waterbury, Meriden and Valley areas. 
Birmingham Group Health Services provided 
housing and supportive services to 44 individuals 
in 20 households.  

 
Columbus House Inc.: 101 bed Emergency 
Shelter servicing the homeless since 1986.  
Columbus House utilized HOPWA funding to 
provide transitional housing and supportive 
services to 25 clients.  Columbus House provides 
specialized case management to provide health 
care management, money management, relapse 
prevention and community integration to homeless 
adults living with HIV/AIDS.  
 
Independence Northwest Center, Inc.: 
Independence Northwest Center is a consumer-
controlled, community-based and cross disability 
independent living center headquartered in 
Naugatuck, CT.  INW was funded to maintain its 
current Transitional Housing Opportunities 
Program, which provided subsidies to 17 
individuals and families living with HIV/AIDS for a 
period of 18-24 months. 
 
Leeway, Inc.: Leeway is a 45-bed skilled nursing 
home facility that provides inpatient rehabilitative 
and palliative care for individuals with HIV/AIDS.  
HOPWA funding provided for a portion of the costs 
associated with a Housing Discharge Case 
Manager who works with patients to prepare them 
for reentry into the community, and assists patients 
in securing supportive housing.   Leeway provided 
83 patients supportive services during FY0809.  
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Liberty Community Services, Inc. (LCS): For 
over ten years LCS has provided permanent, 
transitional, and supportive housing in conjunction 
with supportive services to homeless and near 
homeless people living with HIV/AIDS.  LCS 
provided supportive services to 113 individuals, 
and housing services to 55 individuals. 
 
New Haven Home Recovery, Inc. (NHHR):  
NHHR provides supportive housing to those 
families whose parent is infected with HIV/AIDS 
and are homeless or at risk of becoming 
homeless.  NHHR provided scattered site 
supportive housing to 22 families comprised of 74 
individuals and served 9 families through their 
HOPWA supportive housing program. A HOPWA 
funded Case Manager and a Facilities Coordinator 
provided families with advocacy, landlord tenant 
mediation and ongoing referrals to medical care 
and other service providers in the community. 

 

New Opportunities, Inc:  New Opportunities was 
funded to address the ongoing housing needs of 
people living with HIV/AIDS in the Waterbury, 
Meriden and Naugatuck Valley regions.  New 
Opportunities housed 15 households in scattered 
site housing through HOPWA funded Tenant 
Based Rental Assistance.  
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ESG Accomplishments 

During the 2008-2009 Program Year 

$159,847 in ESG funds were expended.  

Projects assisted with ESG funds included 

the Columbus House Emergency Shelter 

Seasonal Overflow  Shelter Support;  the 

provision of security staff at the Columbus 

House Shelter; the provision of intake staff 

and security staff at the Columbus House 

Seasonal Overflow Shelter, and the 

Community Mediation Security Deposit and 

Eviction Prevention Program.  A brief 

description of these projects follows.  

 
Columbus House  – Overflow:  The Columbus 
House Emergency Shelter Program provides 
emergency shelter, outreach, counseling and 
supportive services to homeless individuals and 
families.  During periods of peak emergency 
shelter usage (November – April) ESG funds are 
also utilized to provide overflow shelter.  During 
this past program year the overflow shelter served 
789 men, averaging 70 to 80 men per night in the 
winter months of November - April.  In February 
and March the overflow shelter often transported 
men to the Immanuel shelter as capacity numbers 
were strained.  On some of the coldest nights the 
shelter slept 95 to 100 men.  With fewer storms 
and milder weather the need to have the shelter 
remain open during the day was limited.  The 
Overflow Shelter served 469 (unduplicated) clients 
11/1/08 – 4/30/09 (November 2008 152; 
December 2008 186; January 2009 176; February 
2009 172; March 2009 192; April 2009 194).  Total 
bed nights occupied 9,118 (November 829; 
December 2,089; January 1,512; February 1,414; 
March 1,604; April 1,670). 

 

Columbus House – On-site Security: ESG funds 
were also used to provide on-site security at both 
the Columbus House Emergency Shelter and the 
overflow site.  The program has reduced the 
amount of violence within the facilities.  Security 

presence at the sites has made the atmosphere at 
both the Columbus House Emergency Shelter and 
the overflow site better.  Both the guests/clients 
and the staff feel safer and more at ease with each 
other since the security program has been 
established.  Security also keeps the outside area 
clear of clients coming to the entrance doors 
before the scheduled opening.  Because of these 
actions, there were less than ten (10) acts of client 
violence during this operational year.  Columbus 
House employs a lottery system to maintain a fair 
and objective way of giving out the limited number 
of beds.  Security also helps look for and control 
contraband (alcohol, weapons, drugs) hidden on 
guests before entering the shelter. 

 

Community Mediation (CM)– Homelessness 
Intervention Program (HIP) Security Deposit 
Program:  ESG funds were used to provide a 
security deposit assistance program as a 
complement to Community Mediation Inc.’s 
Eviction Prevention and Landlord/Tenant 
Mediation Programs.  The Community Mediation 
Program works with households at-risk of 
becoming homeless due to financial difficulty by 
providing families with a portion of their required 
security deposits in addition to tenant counseling.  
In the 2008-2009 program year, CM received 675 
pre-applications for the HIP and held 124 intake 
appointments with eligible tenants.  During 2008-
2009 CM paid out a total of $27,000 in ESG funds 
for Security Deposits for 39 families. 
 

 

The City’s ESG expenditures met the housing 

and supportive service needs of the homeless 

and persons threatened with homelessness 

over the Program Year.  In addition, as part of 

the Continuum of Care approach to 

addressing the issue of homelessness a 

variety of social service programs, health 

service programs and job training programs 

were supported to help individuals faced with 

homelessness improve their quality of life and
