comply substantially with the requirements of the Historic District Ordinances of

the City of New Haven in regard to:

Construction of three buildings at 530, 536, 340, 5346, 550 and 556 Quinnipiac
Avenue (northern portion of two-parcel site) with the following stipulations:

1. All visible masonry (the foundation material and chimneys) is to be of a material
maore visually consistent with that found throughout the neighborhood (brownstone
or brick). The Commission must approve chosen material before it is applied to the

buildings.

2. A more complete set of detailed drawings is to be provided to the Commission for
approval regarding the boardwalk prior to its construction.

3. The buildings will be constructed in accordance with plans by Gary deWolf
Architects dated 2/21/07, consisting of plan sheets 1-6, TA, 7B, 7B, SP2, SP5 and
Proposed Product Information consisting of various product information perfaining
to windows, doors, shingle panels, roofing material, etc., all of which are an integral

part of this Certificate and are incorporated by reference.

MNote:

The Commission recommends that plans for the larger (8 unit) building proposed
for 494-496 and 514 Quinnipiac Avenue (southern portion of two-parcel site) be re-
studied with regard to massing volume and size and, accordingly, the portion of the

application for Certificate of Appropriateness pertaining to this building is denied
without prejudice.
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
